In other World Championship news, the
match between Maya Chiburdanidze and
Elena Akhmilovskaya begins September
1, 1986 in Sophia, Bulgaria and moves to
somewhere in Soviet Georgia after the first
8 games. Also commencing September 1
is the Artur Yusupov - Andrei Sokolov
match of 14 games, which is to be
played in Riga. We predict Chiburdanidze
and Sokolov.

Karpov's last result before the match
showed that he is in excellent form. At the
super tournament in Bugojno (category 16,
average rating 2628), he scored 8i-5%,
ahead of Ljubomir Ljubojevic and Andrei
Sokolov with 7%. Sokolov's score was
composed of 13 draws and 1 win - over
Karpov!

United States 5. 14th annual World Open
attracted 1507 players and paid out a total
of $188,500. The chief benefactor of the
record prize fund was GM Nick
deFirmian of San Francisco who scored
74-1% to take clear first and win $20, 930.
Tied for second were GMs Stefan Djuric,
Yasser Seirawan and Maxim Dlugy and IMs
John Fedorowicz and Igor Ivanov and FM
Patrick Wolff.

In addition to Ivanov's fine result,
Canadians Ian Findlay (Toronto) and Glenn
Johnstone (Winnipeg) (5%) both made IM
norms, according to the USCF. Johnstone
scored 3% out of 6 against GMs, beating
both Seirawan and J.Pinter of Hungary.

At the Canadian Closed, Kevin
Spraggett and Igor Ivanov tied for first
with 11 points. They are to play a match
for the Canadian title, - probably in
January. The hosts had reason to smile as
two Manitobans shared third; GM Abe
Yanofsky and Fletcher Baragar scored 94
each.

Montreal Invitational Kevin Spraggett had

an amazing result, scoring 7i-14 to finish
ahead of GMs Kiril Georgiev (7) and Gyula
Sax (6). Spraggett's performance rating
for the tournament was 2716, the average
rating was 2449,

The latest games from the World
Championship have seen Kasparov take the
lead. Games 6 and 7 were draws, but
Karpov did not survive the Kingside attack
in Game 8.
